Crayfish.  Crayfish are invertebrates.  They can be as big as six inches long. They are brown, pink and white.  They have antennae.  Their legs move forward, backwards and sideways.  Their claws hold, tear, and cut food.  Crayfish eat worms, fish, snails and bugs.  They will also eat underwater plants.  Some live in the mud or ponds.  Crayfish lay small black eggs.  They lay eggs on their bodies.  They stay underwater with their eggs.  Little crayfish come out of the eggs and are called instars.  Young crayfish are as big as thumbtacks. 
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
